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Inaugural Ad Campaign Shows Grassroots Standing Strong To Pass Obama’s Progressive Agenda 

Job Creation, Health Care, Ending Iraq War and Creating A Green Economy MoveOn’s Focus for Congressional Advocacy in 2009 
Enthusiasm High As MoveOn Members Hold 1400 Inauguration Parties Nationwide 
MoveOn.org launched a new outdoor ad campaign today featuring pictures of members expressing visible support for President-elect Obama’s progressive agenda. Part of MoveOn’s Real Voices for Change Campaign, the ads show real MoveOn members pledging their commitment to help Obama move priority issues through Congress this year. The ads appear on Metro buses and bus shelters and inside Metro trains and rail stations throughout metropolitan DC.  They will run through the inauguration. 

Immediately following the election, MoveOn members met at more than 1,200 house parties across the nation, launching the “Real Voices for Change” campaign to set an advocacy agenda for the organization in 2009 and figure how best to make change in Washington a reality. The top priorities for the group, as chosen by members at those parties, an online survey and later events, are creating new jobs, enacting universal health care, ending the war in Iraq and building a green economy. As part of the campaign, MoveOn members will participate in Congressional Action Trainings this weekend then begin organizing citizen lobbying efforts in their states and districts on priority issues.  

The results are similar to both the results of the last agenda setting process MoveOn conducted in 2005 and the issues on which the President-elect has said his first term will be judged. MoveOn member spent $84 million and 20 million volunteer hours to help elect Barack Obama.

“At this historic moment, we want to recognize the real folks who helped Obama to win this election and who will go on to help achieve the change this country needs,” said Eli Pariser, Executive Director of MoveOn.  “Special interests and their friends in Congress should see these ads and take notice—the grassroots powerhouse that got this President elected isn’t going anywhere until Congress makes the real policy changes that matter to most Americans.”
